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A visual Geography
of the Empire

he album, composed in 1890, brings together the photo-

graphs taken in 1889 by Abdullah Mirza Qajar during an

expedition to the northern provinces of Iran bordering
the Caspian Sea. 133 vintage albumen prints, accompanied by
captions, document the great architectural value of these terri-
tories, the variety of their Turkmen population and testify to the
strong military presence in these strategically important regions.
The album is a truly remarkable testament to the ambition of
the court of Tehran to initiate a historical and visual topography
of the country and in this case of the lands bordering Russian
territories. It also shows the wish to strengthen the court’s
political authority by establishing, thanks to photography, a
body of knowledge indispensable to understanding the empire.

Each page of the album contains a single photographic print framed
by intersecting gilded lines. The print is accompanied by a three-
part caption in Farsi in the nastal’iq calligraphic style, written in
red and black ink: on the right is the name of the “Dar al-fonun
Photography Studio”; on the left is the caption “Dar al-Khelafeh-ye
Naseri”, that is to say the name given to Tehran during the first
Qajar period, as well as the name of the photographer, “Abdullah
Qajar, descendant of the House [of Qajar]”; finally, in the center,
are the details of the place or the people represented.

The album opens with the full-length portrait of the pho-
tographer-prince ' in military dress taken during the expedition to
the province of Astarabad. The album charts the expedition from
March to December 1889 as it advanced more or less along the
road from Tehran to Mashhad, with stops in provincial towns in
the Mazandaran, the Gilan and the Golestan (formerly a province
of Astarabad), in villages, at Turkmen encampments, at military
garrisons and on the shores of the Caspian Sea. The collection
highlights general views of towns and villages, major religious sites,
government buildings, communication networks (such as post
and telegraph offices) and other signs of modernization; it shows
transport connections and the development of trade (caravanse-
rais and ports); it features striking portraits of Turkmen tribes;
and unveils the presence of military garrisons and installations.
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The photographer-prince is in Amol on the river Haraz and he
gives us several views from above of the dwellings of this little
town south of the Caspian. In Sari, he photographs the buildings
in the king’s gardens, as well as the telegraph office. He captures
forever a group of fishermen on the Caspian with their catch of
the day, in a composition of great formal power, akin to that in
the photographs of the ships in Bandar-e Gaz. This port on the
Caspian received goods then forwarded to Astarabad, to the prov-
inces of Khorasan, and as far away as Herat in Afghanistan; here
too he does not fail to record the telegraph office, an essential
feature in a coastal town visited by sales representatives from
Russia and Britain. He manages to obtain a rare picture of the
(Mil-e) Radkan tower, a former astronomical observatory from the
eighteenth century, the work of mathematician and astronomer
Khajeh Nasir al-Din Tusi. In Damghan, whose springs were much
appreciated by the royal family, he photographs the magnificent
Qajar pavilions in the Chesmeh-Ali gardens. At the heart of the
album is a disturbing image, an image of great strength both for
the rarity of the subject—prey hanging from the thin branches of
atree—and for the graphic play of the dark vertical and horizontal
lines barely illuminated by a lateral light source. Less unexpected
are the views of the government administrative buildings in
‘Aq Qal’eh as well as the many government buildings in a town of
major importance at the foot of the Alborz mountains, Astarabad
(the former name of today’s Gorgan). Inserted next is the view of
a gathering of men participating in a ritual linked to the month
of Muharram, for which the photographer adopts a vantage point
overlooking the scene as he so frequently does. In the religious city
of Bastam, in the province of Semnan, the prince takes a picture
of the mausoleum of Abu al-Hassan Kharaqani, one of the great
nineteenth century masters of Iranian Sufism—in front of the holy
building is the rare image of a Sufi smoking a hookah. He givesus a
fine view of the minaret tower of the town’s mosque as well as other
religious buildings and very elegant photographs of the Imamzadeh
Mohammed shrine, in the fourteenth century religious complex of
Sheikh Bastami, named after the great eleventh century Iranian
Sufi Abu Yazid al-Bastami, better known as Bayazid Bastami, “lord



of the mystics”. In Dhamghan he photographs the Imamzadeh
Ja’far complex, comprising the Imamzadeh Ja’far mausoleum, the
Imamzadeh Mohammed mausoleum, the tomb of Shahrokh—a
late eighteenth century Afsharid shah—and the Chehel Dokhtaran
structure. In prints of an intense tone are several pictures of the
central mosque; and in a well-balanced composition, he offers an
uncluttered focus on its minaret as it rises into the sky. Abdullah
Mirza Qajar obtains very interesting exterior views of the caravan-
serais at Deh Molla and near Damghan and Ahvaz. His shots of the
mosque in Semnan (then that of the Shah, now that of the Imam)
are remarkable for their framing and for their vantage point (high
above and very slightly to the side). The two photographs (distant
view, close view) of a hilltop village near Semnan called Lasjard
are for the time quite exceptional in the way they capture the
light emanating from the various masses, a feat performed again
in the picture of the sanctuary of sultan Shah Nazir, a shrine built
just at the foot of another hill-top village whose buildings seem to
organically extend from the rock mass.

Atwork in the production of the prince is the eye of a photogra-
pher fully engaged with his subjects: this is visible in the quality
of the compositional decisions, the sense of framing and of depth
of field which often feature an open foreground, a suitable angle
for views from above, a desire for geometry in the architectural
views, and an indubitable sense for the play of light. The tone of
the prints, moreover, is often remarkable.

Abdullah Mirza Qajar also creates outstanding group portraits
of men. He ethnologically documents the different Yomut tribes
of northern Iran: Jafarbay, Atabay, Daz, Maghsoudlou, Yalghi,
Qarehkhchi, and Douji. These men were a threat to the unification
of the country and their poses—always with a telpek on their heads—
in no way diminish their presence as warriors. In this remarkable
series—and particularly in the portraits of the Daz and the Douji—the
harsh gazes do not mask the disquieting ambiguity of their intentions.
Their necessarily stiff postures do not hide the natural vitalism of
the fierce enemies of the royal troops, these Turkmen who had to
be grouped together by the government in the north of the country.

Commissioned by the shah, the prince could not but depict
the garrisons stationed in the territories bordering the Caspian,
the prey of numerous internal rivalries and various international
issues. Abdullah Mirza Qajar provides numerous portraits of armed
troops. He frequently disposes the men in two or three rows—as
in the photographs showing the Cossack officers in ceremonial
apparel in the shade of a wooden mirador near Katul (Aliabad-e
Katul) —so as to create vertical effects further underlined by the
play of weapons and military insignia. He also composes pictures
whose elaborate framing is constructed to account for the number
and the placement of the soldiers.
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It was at the request of Naser al-Din Shah and his minister ‘Ali-
Asghar Khan Amin al-Soltan that, between 1883 and 1896, Abdullah
Mirza Qajar conducted a cycle of photographic campaigns in the
different provinces of the Iranian empire. This expedition was
carried out in the northern regions of Iran bordering on Russian
territory and in the coastal area of the southeast of the Caspian Sea
in 1889 at a time of geopolitical instability and at a moment when
the conflict with the Turkmen Yomut tribes is being resolved 2.

In its choice of subjects, this vast project to create a visual
repertoire of the Qajar empire bears the desire to highlight the
country’s past and glorious history as well as to show the obvious
signs of its modernization, a modernity further signified by the
very use of photography.

Itis a great temptation for historians, living in a time of the
generalized control of populations, to see an enterprise whose
purpose is to gather information about the provinces of the empire
solely in terms of a determination to obtain dominion and to assert
the central power of Tehran on regions that had become unstable
due to internal rivalries and to the shady maneuvers of foreign
powers (namely Russia and England). But to unequivocally associate
the charting of provincial territories, often neglected in favor of
cities, with the necessity to control them is to fail to account for the
complexity of a project with several different aims that extended
throughout the whole country °. This all-too-obvious equation
misses the underlying dialectic in play between the power of the
past and the irremediable transformation of the contemporary
landscape (whatever its nature, whether historical, technical, or
political). It is also to neglect the importance, at end of the nine-
teenth century, of the question of national unity. The desire for
modernity accompanies the desire for unity, and the latter signals
the end of the day for the claims to autonomy of large parts of the
territory. Obtaining visual knowledge of the provinces and the
peoplesis an enterprise that, in its totalizing ambition, threatens
the diversity of aspirations—aspirations must be unified so that
those of the empire can prevail.

Both a sign of a nostalgia for the history of Iran as well as a
contribution to our knowledge of the country today, the photographic
expeditions led by Abdullah Mirza Qajar testify to a modernization
that then seemed irreversible.
